Adams Automotive Night Sees All Repeat Winners

Adams Automotive Night was a success in spite of threatening skies and rain almost everywhere else in the vicinity.  The rain missed Eagle Valley Speedway and a good Sunday night of racing was enjoyed by all.

There were repeat WISSOTA/Amsoil winners including Mike Anderson in his Modified, Mark Stender in his Super Stock, Nick Koehler in his Midwest Modified and Zach Manley in his Street Stock.   In the Eagle Valley Purestocks, George Richards took another win, while Dustin LaBlonde bested the Eagle Valley Hornets. 

Ryan Olson and Tony Falkner led the WISSOTA Super Stocks to the green for the start of their feature which began with a spectator salute to Tony Falkner as he embarks on his second year-long tour of duty in Iraq, come Tuesday.  Olson was the early leaded, leading the first three laps with Lance Schilling and Mark Stender giving him a run for his money.  By lap four, Stender had taken control with Olson falling to second and Schilling running in third.  Meanwhile, Chad Johnson had moved up from fifth to run fourth and Rich Bishop had worked his way up from seventh to run fifth.  With three laps to go and just one caution in the books, Stender continued to lead and run away from the field as Paul Erikson was on the move from dead last to take second.  On the final lap, Erikson made a final push getting to within a few car lengths, but Stender proved to be too strong and got the sweep, collecting his sixth win of the year in his Quality Propane-sponsored Super.  Erikson, Ryan Olson, Johnson and Bishop rounded out the top five.

Jake Smith and Nick Koehler were on the front row for the start of the WISSOTA Midwest Modified feature with Koehler taking the early lead.  Smith gave Koehler a run for his money for the first seven laps, but fell to second when Jared Happel moved up a spot to drop Smith to second.  With Koehler still in the lead, the battle was for second with Brad Hudson, coming from sixth to grab second with a few laps to go.  This race only saw one caution.   With five laps to go, Koehler was not only able to survive the caution, but extended his lead for the win, his second of the year, in his Southworth Chevrolet-sponsored Midwest Modified.  Hudson hung on for second, while Josh Smith stole third from Jake Smith and Grant Southworth finished fifth after starting eighth.

WISSOTA Modified action saw Jason Swan and David Baxter leading the field to starter Jeff Eisner’s green flag for the start of their feature.  Baxter was first out of the box as he led the first three laps in convincing fashion.  It was during lap four, that Baxter’s hope for a win came to an early end when his car spun in turn four sending it into the infield and his night was done.  Swan, who had been running a strong second, inherited the lead with Jay Richardson, Mike Anderson, and Kevin Adams giving chase.  It was during lap seven that Anderson flexed his muscle and shot to the lead with Richardson and Adams following closely behind.  Anderson soon pulled away from the rest and went on for his fourth win in row, completing a sweep, in his Advance Auto Parts-sponsored Modified.  Richardson settled for second with Adams, Swan and Eric Pember rounding out the top five.

An action packed WISSOTA Street Stock feature awaited the fans next as Mike Knudtson and Jay Kesan led the field to the start of their feature.  Kesan was the early leader, leading the first five laps with Zach Manley hot on his tail.  As the cars came to the starter’s stand for the sixth lap, Manley made a move to pass Kesan for the lead with Kesan dropping to second as Danny Richards hung on for third and Knudtson and Cory Crapser fought it out for fourth.  This race saw four cautions, unlike the previous features, but Manley was able to survive them all for his second win of the year in his Adams Automotive-sponsored Streeter.  Kesan maintained his second place finish, while Crapser moved up to finish third, Kundtson fourth, and Chanda Fjorden Nord captured fifth.

The Eagle Valley Pure Stocks, eighteen cars strong, saw Brandon Davis and Clay Potaczek on the front row.  Potaczek was the early leader with Pat Smith and Davis giving him a run for the first spot.  Midway through the race, Potaczek still was in the lead, Nick Wojcik had moved up to second after starting sixth, Smith was running third and Davis was fourth with George Richards in fifth.  Two laps later, Richards had engaged the after burner and was the new leader with Wojcik still in second as Potaczek dropped to third.  In the end, it was Richards taking his fourth win in a row, completing a sweep, and his eighth win of the year in his Richard’s Repair-sponsored Pure.  Wojcik, Potaczek, Smtih, and Kory Hathaway completed the top five.

The Eagle Valley Hornets may have thought that Sunday night was the Enduro race, cancelled due to rain, on Saturday as they had a difficult time getting their feature started.  Billie Anderson and Nate Steivang tried to lead the field to the start of their feature and after three cautions the race was finally under way.  Dustin LaBlonde led the race from eventual start to finish.  This race would see just five survivors of the original eleven cars, with LaBlonde taking a sweep, getting his third win of the year in his Rusk County Abstract-sponsored Hornet.  Mark Ryskoski, Jay Welk, Anderson, and Chad Brindle were the other survivors.

Racing resumes on Sunday, June 20, when the races will be presented by Toys Scrap and Salvage.  A couple of dates to keep open on your racing schedule include July 4 when the Late Models will be at Eagle Valley Speedway as part of the Dart Challenge Series and July 17 when the IRA Sprints invade Eagle Valley Speedway.
