River Country Co-op Night Sees Repeat Winners in Every Division

A break in the weather saw sunny skies with a few white, fluffy clouds greet a nice sized crowd of excited race fans at Eagle Valley Speedway.  After the area received bucket loads of rain during the past week, leaving many tracks either not running or running partial shows interrupted by rain, fans and drivers were itching for a night of racing and Eagle Valley had just the cure for that itch.

Despite the heavy rains, occurring during the week, the track was in fine shape and provided an excellent racing surface for the racers, minus the dusty conditions of the previous week.  Once again, kudos to the Eagle Valley track preparation crew.  The quality of the track proved itself in the quality of the racing. 

There were repeat winners in every division beginning with the WISSOTA/Amsoil  Super Stock feature.  Rookie driver, Chad Tarvis of Cameron and Lance Leu of Medford led the Supers to the green flag.  Leu was the early leader, leading the first two laps of the feature, but last week’s winner, Paul Erikson, of Abbotsford was on the move and took the lead by the end of lap three.  

With Erikson in the lead, Leu dropped to second with Ryan Olson of Chippewa Falls, Lance Schilling of Chilli, and Eric Olson of Ladysmith fighting it out for third.  The race was interrupted by a debris caution after lap ten.  When the cars restarted, Erikson again shot to the lead, leading by about eight car lengths after two additional laps.  Schilling did his best to catch Erikson but the best he could do was to hang on to second because Erikson had checked out.  

With Erikson in the lead and Schilling running second, Mark Stender of Holcombe moved briefly to third.  By race end, Erikson had taken his third Eagle Valley Speedway win and his second in as many weeks in his Kulas Body Shop-sponsored car.  Schilling, Eric Olson, Ryan Olson, and Stender followed in his path.

The WISSOTA/Amsoil Midwest Modifieds were up next with Matt Leer of Bruce and Jesse Glenz of Cadott on the front row.  Leer quickly showed his dominance taking an early lead with Glenz settling in for second.  As Glenz ran second, Ronnie Rihn of Bloomer, Mark Gerth of Menominee, and Brad Hudson of Chippewa Falls battled for third.  

Leer continued to lead despite a couple of cautions, occurring about mid-race, and went on for the win and a sweep in his Exeland Feed Mill-sponsored car.  It was Leer’s fourth win of the year and his second in a row at Eagle Valley.  Rihn held on to second, Glenz came in third, Hudson was fourth, and Gerth survived for fifth.

In WISSOTA/Amsoil Modified action, Bryan Nayes of Chippewa Falls and Kent Baxter of Elk Mound lined up first and second for the start of their feature.  It was Baxter who would lead the first six laps of the feature with his cousin, David Baxter of Eau Claire, giving chase. That was until during lap seven when David Baxter spun between turns one and two.  There were two more cautions before a realigned field completed the restart. 

With the cars realigned, Kevin Adams of Cameron took quick advantage and moved he up from third to grab the lead with Luke Schilling of Granton hot on his heels.  As Adams and Schilling fought it out for first place, Jay Richardson of Spring Valley, Mark Hanson of Chippewa Falls, and Eric Pember of Pittsville duked it out for third.

With three laps to go, Adams had flown the coop with almost a straight away advantage.  Adams motored away for his third Eagle Valley victory to complete a sweep in his Quality Cleaners-sponsored car.  Shilling, Richardson, Hanson, and Pember completed the top five.

Jason Lang of Sheldon and Travis Hazelton of Chippewa Falls were first out of the pits for the start of the WISSOTA/Amsoil Street Stock feature.  Doug Wojcik of Ladysmith shot to the lead from third to take the lead by the end of lap one with Hazelton in second, Gary Kasperek of Tigerton in third, Cory Crapser of Chippewa Falls in fourth, and Zach Manley of Cameron in fifth.

By mid-race, Wojcik was still in the lead with Crapser hot on his bumper.  Crapser got a little too close to Wojcik during lap ten which resulted in a caution with Crapser being sent to the back.  Crapser elected instead to go to the pits and Wojcik once again was in the lead on the restart.

As Wojcik motored away, Kasperek got within one or two car lengths, but Jay Kesan of Weyerhauser was waiting in the weeds and passed Kasperek for second.  By race end, it was Wojcik with a sweep, getting his third Eagle Valley win and his fourth win overall in his Troy’s Shop-sponsored car.  Kesan, Kasperek, Danny Richards of Mondovi, and Manley rounded out the top five.

The Eagle Valley Pure Stocks were up next with Dalton Hazelton of New Auburn and Tyler English of Anoka, MN, on the front row.  English was the early leader, leading the first three laps, but Nick Wojcik, coming off a win at Rice Lake the previous night, was on the move from seventh.  Wojcik took the lead by the end of lap four and never looked back.

George Richards of Mondovi, in the meantime, had moved up to grab second after starting eighth, while English fell to third.  Robert Wahlstrom of Chetek ran fourth and Clay Potaczek of Boyd ran fifth.  By race end, Wojcik and Richards were still battling for first with Richards getting up to Wojcik’s driver’s door a time or two.  Richards, though, was unable to make the pass and Wojcik went on for a sweep and his eighth win of the year in his Jerry’s BP-sponsored Pure Stock.   Richards, English, Potaczek, and Hazelton rounded out the top five.

There were just six Eagle Valley Hornets available for racing on Sunday night with Ashley Wolfe of LaCrosse and Mark Ryskoski of Medford leading the pack.  Ryskoski was the early leader and led the entire race until he was passed by Dustin LaBlonde of Bruce with one lap to go.  The pass, however, didn’t matter because LaBlonde was disqualified during tech for failing to make weight, giving the win to Ryskoski.  Chad Brindle of Eau Claire, Rocky Kempe of Chippewa Falls, and Darren LaBlonde of Baldwin rounded out the rest of the field.
