Anderson & Stender Repeat as Koehler & Hanson Pick Up Their First EVS Wins

A beautiful night greeted another large crowd on the second day of the Memorial Day Double Header at Eagle Valley Speedway as over 100 cars assembled in the pits, ready for action.

Mark Stender picked up his second win of the weekend and his fifth win of the 2010 season in the WISSOTA/Amosil Super Stock division, while Nick Koehler picked up his first feature win of the season in his WISSOTA/Amsoil Midwest Modified.  In WISSOTA/Amsoil Modified action, Mike Anderson picked up his fourth season win, his third at EVS and his second of the weekend, while Danny Hanson picked up another season win and his first at EVS in the WISSOTA/Amsoil Streets.  George Richards continued his winning ways in his Eagle Valley Pure Stock, as did Mark Ryskoski in his Eagle Valley Hornet.  The Fastrak Late Model winner was A J Diemel.

After sustaining considerable damage to his race car the previous night, Lance Schilling of Chilli, WI, was on the pole for the WISSOTA Super Stock feature with Wayne Dean of Fall Creek, WI, at his side.  Schilling and his car seemed up to the task and the first eight laps were theirs, with Dean and Mark Stender giving chase.  It was during lap nine that Stender made his move, passing Schilling for the lead sending Schilling to second as Paul Erikson shot to third and Dean fell to fourth with Chad Johnson of Colfax, WI, in fifth.  By lap fifteen, Stender had run away from the field, leading by almost a full front stretch, with Schilling and the others still giving chase as they battled for second.  In the end Holcombe, Wisconsin’s, Stender had taken the win in his Ted’s Timber Lodge-sponsored Super with Schilling in second and Erikson in third.  Chad Johnson and Wayne Dean rounded out the top five.

In the WISSOTA Midwest Modified feature, birthday boy, Jesse Glenz of Cadott, WI, and Nick Koehler of Bloomer, WI, lined up on the front row, with Koehler surging to an early lead.  As Koehler continued to lead, Matt Leer of Bruce, WI, moved up from third to take the second spot as Bloomer, Wisconsin’s,  Ronnie Rihn, quickly moved up from sixth to take third and Glenz fell to fourth with Chippewa Falls, Wisconsin’s, Brad Hudson, in fifth.  Midway through the race, Koehler continued to lead but was hotly contested by Rihn who appeared to have made the pass.  Koehler held Rihn as Leer mounted a challenge, but it was a little too late as Koehler went on for his first win of the 2010 race season in his Badger Hole-sponsored Midwest Modified.  Leer finished second and Rihn ended up third, as the previous night’s winner, Travis Anderson of Colfax, WI, moved up from eighth to take fourth and Josh Smith of Eau Claire, WI, moved up from twelfth to take fifth.

John Hazelton of New Auburn, WI, driving a new car, and Pittsville, Wisconsin’s, Eric Pember, in Dale White’s, Tracer, led field to the starter’s flag for the start of the WISSOTA Modified feature.  Previous night’s winner, Colfax, Wisconsin’s, Mike Anderson, came from third to take the early lead with Pember, Mark Hanson of Chippewa Falls, WI, and Jay Richardson of Spring Valley, WI, making a run for the money as Hazelton dropped to fifth.  By mid-race, Anderson still led and Pember still ran second, but Dave Cain of Corcoran, MN, had come from ninth to run third, as Hanson and Richardson ran fourth and fifth.  As Anderson ran away from the field the hopes of the remaining field was for second.  Anderson once again proved to have the strongest car, taking his fourth win of the year, his third at EVS and his second for the weekend at EVS, in his Pro Sound-sponsored Modified.  Pember held on for second, Cain for third, and Hanson for fourth.  Granton, Wisconsin’s, Luke Schilling, coming from eighth, took fifth.

Coming off a Saturday night win, Sam Frankhauser of Rice Lake, WI, was on the pole with Sunday night EVS winner, Adam Soltis of Ladysmith, WI, alongside for the start of the WISSOTA Street Stock feature.  Soltis took the early lead with Osseo, Wisconsin’s, Mike Knudtson, moving up from fourth to take second as Frankhauser dropped to third.  A caution for a spinning Danny Richards of Mondovi, WI, between turns one and two, realigned the field just four laps into the race.  Knudtson took advantage on the restart, leading the next eleven laps with Frankhuser; Alma, Wisconsin’s, Danny Hanson, Kris Macko of Olgilvie, MN, and Soltis giving chase.  With four laps to go, Hanson made the pass for the lead, dropping Knudtson to second.  By race end, Hanson insured his lead by putting some distance between himself and Knudtson, taking the win in his Lindstrom Equipment-sponsored car.  Knudtson settled for second, Frankhauser for third, Macko for fourth, and Soltis for fifth.

Josh Buckridge of Shell Lake, WI, and Todd Roshell, of Stanley, WI, lined up one and two for the start of the Eagle Valley Pure Stock feature.  Roshell was the early leader with Anoka, Minnesota’s, Tyler English, Pat Smith of Eau Claire, WI, Nick Wojcik of Ladysmith, WI, and Mondovi, Wisconsin’s, George Richards looking to take the lead away.  Two successive cautions occurred after lap three and saw Wojcik going to the pits for repairs and then returning to the rear of the field as George Richards, making one of the famous Richard’s restarts, catapulted to the lead.  Richards continued to lead as Rice Lake, Wisconsin’s, Jay Fotz, Colfax, Wisconsin’s, Steve Zurek, Smith, and Boyd, Wisconsin’s, Mike Schuebel, did what they could to keep up.  Richards pulled away from the field as the race progressed, to take his second win of the weekend in his Outlaw Chassis-sponsored car.  Zurek, Smith, English, and Wojcik, coming from the rear of the field, rounded out the top five.

In Eagle Valley Hornet action, Nate Steivang of Stanley, WI, and Jay Welk of Cadott, WI, took the field to the green.  Welk led the first lap only to be passed by Rocky Kempe, who then led for the next five laps with Bruce, Wisconsin’s, Dustin La Blonde, Jessi Tripp of Spooner, WI, Welk, and Mark Ryskoski vying for second.  By lap seven, the final fate of the race was determined for the lead as Medford, Wisconsin’s, Ryskoski, made the pass to take the eventual win in his High View Inn-sponsored Hornet.  Kempe, Tripp, LaBlonde, and Welk rounded out the top five.

The Fastrak feature was all A J Diemel as the Bonduel, Wisconsin, driver dominated the field to take the win with the rest of the field fighting it out for second.   Justin Hirt of Tigerton, WI, took second with David Fieber of Neenah, WI, Brett Swedberg of Shawano, WI, and Jeff Curtin of Shawano, WI, rounding out the top five.
